MINUTES

OF
January 20, 2015
Work Session

The City Council of the City of Satsuma, Alabama, convened in Work Session at City Hall  in said city at 5:00 P.M. the 20th  day of January, 2015. Those present were: Mayor Paul Murray and Councilmembers:  Mike Butler, Matt Dial, Tom Williams and Bill Black. 
Absent: William Hamblin
Mike Poiroux of Reach Communication was present and spoke with council about the time clock system. 
Pre-Council
The City Council of the City of Satsuma, Alabama, convened in the Pre-Council Session at City Hall  in said city at 6:00 p.m. the 20th  day of January, 2015. Those present were: Mayor Paul Murray and Councilmembers:  Mike Butler, Matt Dial, Tom Williams and Bill Black. 
Absent: William Hamblin
Jeremy McMath, Civil Southeast Engineering, gave an update on the ATRP projects. He stated that Juniper Avenue is complete except from some crosswalk painting and will be due for final inspection soon.  He stated that the project was $20,000 under budget.  Mr. McMath stated that the Baker Road Resurface and Bridge project is projected to be bid out in March, 2015.

Councilmember Butler discussed his trip to Montgomery for the Main Street Alabama workshop. 

Mayor Murray discussed the agenda items. 
Regular Meeting
The City Council of the City of Satsuma, Alabama, convened in the regular public session at City Hall in said city at 7:00 P.M. the  20th day of January, 2015.
Councilmember Butler gave the invocation. Mayor Murray led the Pledge of Allegiance.

The following were present: Mayor Murray; Councilmembers: Mike Butler, Matt Dial, Tom Williams and Bill Black.

Also present were Vicki Miller, City Clerk; James Elmore, Public Works Supervisor; Tom Briand, Building Inspector; Fire Chief Clyde Miller and Police Chief Chris McLean.
A quorum was present and Mayor Murray opened the meeting. Mayor Murray stated that 
Councilmember Hamblin was out to health issues. 
Approval of Minutes
Mayor Murray presented the minutes from the regular meeting held on January 6, 2015 for approval.  Councilmember Dial made the motion to adopt the minutes as presented.  Councilmember Butler seconded the motion and it carried.
Special Reconition:

Mayor Murray read and presented a proclamation to the Satsuma School Board designating the month of January as “School Board Member Month”.   Linda Robbins, Joel Tate, Diane Keasler and James Woosley accepted the proclamation. Linda Robbins thanked the council for their cooperative attitude.  
Visitors-
1. Greg Lassiter-Speak to council about police cameras

Mr. Lassiter of 5711 1st Street came before council to thank the council for purchasing the police cameras.  He stated that the cameras show exactly what happens with police encounters. 

2. Andrea Charlton-representing SCDO

Ms. Charlton came before the council to reminder everyone that the SCDO is now accepting applications for the “Satsuma Citizen of the Year”.  She stated that the applications can be done by groups or individuals.  The applications are due by March 2nd and the banquet will be held on March 26th at Steele Creek Lodge. 
3. Andy Gurka came before council and introduced himself as the SYA Girls Softball President.  He stated that registration will be held on February 14, 21 and 28 from 9:00 A.M. to 12:00 noon.  Mr. Gurka stated that the league is for girls ages 4-12.  He stated that opening day will be March 21st. 
4. Shirley Presnall came before the council to report that the 3rd annual Swamp Fest will be held on March 7, 2015 from 9:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M.  She stated that this year the event will be held on Satsuma High School ground facing Old Highway 43.  Mrs. Presnall also stated that this year there will be an added event called “Cars in the Swamp”.  She also stated that Brett/Robinson has donated a 2 night vacation at a Phoenix Condominium in Orange Beach to be raffled.  The tickets are $5.00. 
MAYOR’S AND COUNCIL’S REPORT:
Mayor:  Mayor Murray thanked Dr. Joe Walters, Superintendent Satsuma City Schools and the Satsuma City School Board for the repainting of the baseball athletic building.   
Parks:
Public Safety:
Councilmember Butler stated that Fire Chief Miller has requested permission to purchase a tablet for the fire truck.  Councilmember Butler stated that the tablet will be utilized by the firemen on the truck to locate residences and fire hydrants. The hydrant locations will be given to 911 and when a call comes in, the fire fighters will have access to that information. The costs of the tablet will be less than $500.00. With no further discussion, Councilmember Butler made a motion to approve the purchase of a tablet not to exceed $500.00.  Councilmember Williams seconded the motion and it carried. 
Councilmember Butler has been informed by Fire Chief Miller of an Emergency Medical Care training that will be available to the volunteers.  He stated that the costs of the class are $10.00 for the books.  The class will be taught by Certified Instructor Jeremy Wright, a Supernumerary Fire Fighter with the city, and he will only charge for his time teaching the class.  With no further discussion, Councilmember Butler made a motion to approve the training class.  Councilmember Dial seconded the motion and it carried. 
Municipal Services: 
Councilmember Dial reported that at the last meeting, he volunteered to be a council representative on a committee to help raise funds for Christmas decorations.  He stated that Satsuma Reunited has agreed to help and will be having a Mother/Son dance on February 13, 2015 at the Satsuma Community Center from 7:00 P.M. to 9:00 P.M.  He stated that cost is $20.00 (Mother and Son) and an additional $5.00 for each other attendee.  The proceeds will go toward the Christmas decorations. 
Administration: 

 1. Councilmember Williams reported that there have been discussions in the council meetings about a policy change being presented to the Mobile County Personnel Board called “Ban the Box”.  This change would have removed the box concerning criminal disclosure by applicants.  Councilmember Williams reported that the policy change request was denied by the board.
Public Works:  
Councilmember Black reported that that Alabama Power has contacted the city about a dead tree on Bayou Avenue and they have agreed to cut down the tree if the city will agree to remove.  He stated that James Elmore informed the representative that the city will remove the tree if they cut it down.  
Councilmember Black reported that James Elmore requested quotes to remove a tree in the right of way that runs from Clark Circle to Vaughan Dr. W.  Councilmember Williams opened the quotes and read as follows:


1- Tree King
$98.00


2- Hammco
$175.00

With no other quotes received, Councilmember Black made a motion to accept the quote from Tree King.  Councilmember Butler seconded the motion and it carried.

Councilmember Williams made a motion to pay the bills as presented.  
Councilmember Black seconded the motion and it carried.
    2. 
Request from Vicki Miller to attend the Municipal Clerk’s Conference –
February 17-20 in Tuscaloosa, Alabama at a cost of approximately $850.00.


Councilmember Williams made a motion to approve the request.  
Councilmember Butler seconded the motion and it carried. 
3.
 Request from Satsuma High School Baseball for sign renewal for $125.00.  


Councilmember Butler made a motion to approve the request.  Councilmember 
Dial seconded the motion and it carried. 

4. 
Discussion of vacation of a portion of the right of way between Clark Circle 
and Vaughan Drive West.


Councilmember Black discussed that the city has visited the matter of vacating a 
portion of the ROW between Clark Circle and Vaughan Drive West before and he 
would like to proceed with getting the legal descriptions so that the attorney can 
prepare the documentation needed to vacate.  He stated that the Right of Way 
involves 13 lots and Tom Briand has gotten received a quote from Robert Patrick, 
a surveyor, of approximately 
$400.00.  Councilmember Black stated that he 
would also like to consider vacating the ROW on Bayou Avenue and 3rd Street.  
The Right of Way is approximately 15’ wide and runs behind the Satsuma Day 
Care.  He stated that the city could get the same surveyor to get the legal 
description.  Councilmember 
Black 
stated that both ROW’s are not needed by 
the city and if any work needs to be done in the Right of Ways, the workers have 
to cross private property. 



With no further discussion, Councilmember Black made a motion to hire Robert 
Patrick to prepare the legal description of both ROW’s for an approximate cost 
of $800.00.  Councilmember Butler seconded the motion and it carried. 
5. 
Ratify the trip taken by Councilmember Butler to attend a Main Street 
Alabama workshop. 

Council Williams stated that the opportunity came up for Councilmember Butler 
to attend the workshop today and that the only cost to the city was mileage.  He 
then made a motion to approve reimbursing Councilmember Butler for mileage to 
Montgomery for the workshop.  Councilmember Dial seconded the motion and it 
carried.
